The main goal of the Filmer Forge Pitching is to support young film makers and producers who are looking for (co-)producing and funding for their current or upcoming short or first full-length film projects. 
Each Pitch must be accompanied by the official entry form (please see below), which will outline the case for supporting the film maker; and a rational choice of material.
All projects must be submitted to pitching@inthepalace.com by 27 May 2013.
Selection of Pitches for the ‘competition’ will be made by the Pitch Team, who will choose, at their sole discretion, pitchers whom it believes are equipped to impact the world through art and film. Pitches will be critiqued based on the following criteria:
1. skill and ability to communicate;
2. passion and vision for film making;
3. originality;

4. contemporary approach.

Applicants whose projects are selected will be informed personally by e-mail or phone. They must commit to attend and pitch their project.
Every selected project will have 5 pre-scheduled individual meetings tailor-made for you, on top of the meetings request by the panelists after the pitch and the ones you manage to fish out yourselves.
All applications will be dealt with confidentiality. The selected projects will be published in the official Filmer Forge Book 2013 and on our internet site www.inthepalace.com
Each selected project shall be supported by its producer or director who should present it in one of the pitching sessions.
